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Agreement completed: Developer offers

funds for traffic and wastewater

The Board of Selectmen signed a deal with Town Center

developers which promises to pour $3 million into Wayland's
coffers if the proposed project is permitted for construction.

"It's a fair deal for the developers," said selectmen Chairman
Michael Tichnor. "It's an excellent deal for the town."

Last spring, Boston development group Twenty Wayland LLC
proposed a "Town Center" of housing, shops and office space at
the former Raytheon site on Route 20. Current plans call for a
roughly 410,000-square-foot project on the roughly 57-acre site.

Tichnor said the deal protects the town's interests and is the
product of the selectmen's efforts to address the many concerns of
residents. Both the agreement and zoning changes needed for the
project were unanimously approved by selectmen last week.

Development team spokeswoman Alison Moore said project
supporters are holding neighborhood meetings with residents and
credited selectmen with completing the development agreement.

"We're absolutely thrilled that the selectmen are taking some
leadership and bringing this to Town Meeting for a vote," said
Moore.

Twenty Wayland LLC is managed by Boston-based developers
Dean Stratouly, Gordon Clagett and Charles Irving of Wayland, as
well as Providence, R.I., developer Anthony Deluca.

The memorandum of agreement will go into effect if voters
approve required zoning changes at the Nov. 1 special Town
Meeting. The development agreement itself is not subject to a vote
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by the residents.

The deal limits the project to 120 housing units - with 25
percent affordable housing - and 200,000 square feet of
non-residential space. The project must also include room for a
40,000 square-foot municipal building with a 99-year lease for
Wayland, plus the project must be coordinated with the
neighboring Wayland Commons affordable housing project.

Developers must also obey use limits imposed on the site by
the Raytheon Company, which is currently cleaning up chemical
contamination on the site. The property once served as a research
facility for Raytheon. [continue
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
